THE IMPACT OF RELIGIOUS RITUALS ON COMMUNITY
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Abstract

This article examines the critical role that the religion of Islam has played in shaping the Middle East
policies of major European powers from a historical perspective. The political, economic, cultural, and
social crises experienced by the Islamic world in the late 19th and early 20th centuries, along with the
collapse of the Ottoman Empire, the loss of past prosperity, and perhaps more importantly, the trauma
of colonial occupation, all triggered significant efforts to seek solutions. In this context, the study
demonstrates how, during the 19th and 20th centuries, colonial powers such as Britain and France
instrumentalized Islam not merely as a religious system but as a cultural, ideological, and geopolitical
tool in their intervention, control, and alliance-building strategies in the Middle East. Accordingly, the
article analyzes European approaches to Islam through the lens of Orientalist discourse, religious
categorization, and postcolonial theory.

Following the 2011 "Arab Spring," Islamist movements encountered both opportunities and trials. On
one hand, the democratic elections held for the first time in countries like Tunisia, Egypt, and Libya
allowed Islamist groups to come to power. On the other hand, it marked a major test for these
movements, which until then had only existed in opposition and often under oppressive conditions. For
the first time in their history, representatives of these movements formally assumed the responsibilities
of national governance.

European strategies of using Islam as a means of asserting dominance over local populations were
particularly evident in regions such as Egypt, Algeria, and Syria. The policies implemented by France
in Algeria and Britain in Egypt extended beyond mere military or economic interventions; they also
included efforts to reinterpret and manipulate local religious structures. Thus, the symbolic power of
religion became a tool for political legitimacy and left lasting imprints on the identity and cultural fabric
of these societies.

In the post-Cold War period, the role of social movements in Middle Eastern politics has grown
significantly. Since the 1990s, the diversification of political actors has paralleled global political shifts.
Islamic movements, as a type of social movement, have developed similarly to other movements and
recently gained broader maneuvering space through new opportunities in the political arena.

Nevertheless, despite their increasing influence, Islamic movements have not received sufficient
academic attention as social movements in the post-Cold War Middle East. This can largely be attributed
to a persistent perception in the literature that views these movements not as social actors but as radical
or violent entities associated with terrorism. This prejudiced viewpoint complicates efforts to understand
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the complexity of these movements and hinders a comprehensive analysis of political and societal
transformations in the region.

The study underlines the multilayered role of Islam in the historical Middle East strategies of Europe
while emphasizing how these strategies continue to shape the role of religion in modern international
relations. Even today, Islam is frequently reinterpreted as a symbolic element in both regional and global
political discourse. In this regard, the article argues that understanding how Europe’s historical
narratives and political approaches to Islam persist is key to deciphering how religion is constructed
within international relations.

The article further discusses the continuity between historical perceptions and the contemporary image
of Islam in modern European societies. The growing refugee and migration movements of the 21st
century, combined with narratives that associate Islam with radicalism and rising Islamophobic
responses in Europe, reflect the enduring legacy of an Orientalist and exclusionary outlook. Today,
meanings attributed to Islam in the past continue to influence issues such as cultural identity crises,
integration challenges, and security policies in Europe. This continuity suggests that religion remains
not only a historical but also a central ideological component in contemporary politics.

In conclusion, the study demonstrates that Islam played a central role in Europe's Middle East
interventions—not merely as a belief system, but as a political, cultural, and strategic element. These
findings offer insight not only into colonial-era politics but also into how the influence of religion
endures in today’s political landscape. Thus, the article provides both a historical analysis and new
perspectives for understanding contemporary diplomatic and cultural dynamics.

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OZET

Kiiciik Menderes Havzasi Bat1 Anadolu’da, cografyanin da sagladig1 avantaj sayesinde
ylizyillardir tarimsal tiretim alaninda bolgede 6ne ¢ikar. Bolge yerlesimleri antik ¢agda donemin
iki metropolii olan Efes ve Sart gibi kentleri baglayan gilizergah iizerindedir. Kiiclik Menderes
havzasi yerlesimleri kendi ihtiyaglarini kargilamanin yaninda tarih boyunca ticaret amagli
iretim gergeklestirirken, Uirettikleriyle biiyiik kentleri de beslemeye devam etmistir. Bolgede
tarim Uriinleri yaninda, farkli hammaddenin de islendigi bilinir ve endiistriyel iiretimin varlig
arkeolojik verilerle kanitlanmistir. Besin, tekstil, boya, dericilik ve gesitli zanaatlara iliskin
ticaret ve sanayi liretimi ¢aglar boyu bolge toplumlarinin 6nemli ge¢im kaynaklaridir. Ham ve
mamul madde iireten kasaba ve kdyler bu nedenle kadim bir know-how yani bilgi birikimine de
sahiptir. Tarithsel siirecte teknolojik  gelismenin etkilerinin  kirsalda daha geg
gozlemlenebileceginden hareketle Kiiclik Menderes kirsalinda baglatilan calismalarda, bes
kisilik bir ekiple alan arastirmasi yontemiyle kirsal endiistri ile iligkilendirilebilecek somut
orneklere ulasilmistir. Tarihsel siiregte kentlerde, tiretim teknolojisi gelisip degisirken kirsalda,
bazi pratiklerin uzun zaman ¢ok farklilasmadan kaldig: tiretim alanlari, araglar1 ve teknolojisi
neredeyse 20. ylizyil ortalarina kadar varligin1 korumustur. Kirsal endiistriyel miras olarak
nitelendirilebilecek zeytinyag: islikleri, Osmanli ve erken Cumhuriyet donemi fabrikalari,
comlek islikleri ve atolyeleri, dokuma tezgahlari, degirmenler ve Osmanli donemi sanayisinin
bazi Orneklerini bolgede bulmak miimkiin olmustur. Bu bildiride, tarihsel verilerden yola
cikilarak bolgede tamamlanan ¢aligsmalarla elde edilen bulgular degerlendirilecektir. Bolgede

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var olan kirsal endiistriyel mirasin somut 6rneklerinin kayit altina alinmasi, korunmasi ve
sergilenmesi, kiiltiir mirasinin korunmasi ve turizme kazandirilmasi bdlgenin tarihi ve kiiltiirel
zenginliklerinin daha kesfedilebilir olmasint saglayabilir. El ig¢iliginin ve kadim ydntemlerin
yeniden onemli hale geldigi giiniimiizde, kirsal bdlge sakinleri i¢in yeni firsatlar yaratabilir.
Boylelikle kirsal turizme katki saglamak da amaglanmaktadir

1. GIRiS: ENDUSTRIYEL MiRAS VE KULTUR

Endiistri alanlar1 ve yapilari, liretimi gergeklestiren mekanik donanimlari ve iginde yer
aldiklar striiktiirlerle birlikte, bir iilkenin sosyo-ekonomik ge¢misinin dnemli gostergeleridir.
Islevlerini ¢ogu zaman hizli teknolojik gelismeler nedeniyle kaybederler?. Bu bolgeler
uluslararas1 literatiirde “terk edilmis endiistri bolgesi” (brownfield), “endiistri mirast”
(industrial heritage) ve “endiistri arkeolojisi” (industrial archaeology) kavramlariyla ele alinir.
Gilinlimiizde kentsel koruma bilincinin gelisimiyle birlikte endiistriyel miras 6zelligi tasiyan
eski sanayi tesislerinin restore edilerek yeniden islevlendirilmesi yaygimlagmstir. Ozellikle
Sanayi Devrimi Oncesi tiretim sekillerinin ve liretimin gergeklestigi mekanlar ilgi gekmektedir,
ayrica artik iiretimin yapilmadigi terkedilmis sanayi yapilart da yeniden islevlendirme agisindan
ele alinmaktadir. Avrupa iilkelerinde 1970’lerden itibaren endiistriyel mirasin korunmasi ve
yeniden degerlendirilmesine iliskin yogun ilgi ve girisimler goriiliir. 1973 yilinda Ingiltere’de
endiistri mirasinin  korunmasi konusunda yapilan uluslararasi toplantilarda bir Orgiit
kurulmasina karar verilmis ve TICCIH (The International Committee for the Conservation of
Industrial Heritage-Uluslararas1 Endiistri Mirasin1 Koruma Komitesi) kurulmustur.

Endiistri yapilarinin kentlerde yeni islevlerle yeniden hayat buldugu giiniimiizde
kirsalda varligi bilinen ancak unutulmaya yiiz tutmus somut miras i¢in girisimler daha sinirlidir.
20. ylizy1lin ikinci yarisinda biiyiik ivme kazanan ekonomik degisim diinyada ve iilkemizdeki
kentleri oldugu kadar kirsal alanlar1 da etkilemistir. Bu donemde kirsal bolgede niifus azalmas,
iretim faaliyetleri yavaslamis ve kdy yasantisi bliyiik merkezlere dogru kaymaistir. Bu siirecte
niifusun azaldig1 bu bolgelerde ihtiyaglar kentten karsilanma egilimine girmis ve boylelikle
geleneksel liretim bigimleri de terk edilmeye baslanmistir. Bu da kirsalda var olan kadim tiiretim
mekanlarinin, araclarinin ve tekniklerinin de hizli bigimde terk edilmesi anlamina gelir. Ancak
s6z konusu kirsal bolge, toplumun kiiltiirel kimliginin en 6zgiin katmanlarini barindirdig: i¢in
kdyler, ulusal 6lgekte koruma politikasinin ayrilmaz bir parcasidir. Kirsal bolgede gerceklesen
her tiirden iiretim yiizyillarin birikimi bir bilginin de temsilcisidir, bu nedenle kadim kirsal
iiretimin mekani, arag-gere¢ ve makinasi gibi bilesenleri kirsal endiistri mirast olarak kabul
edilir ve kirsal kiiltliriin 6nemli bir unsurudur. Kirsal toplumlarin iirettikleri, takas ettikleri,
sattiklart ve gelir sagladiklari, yerel kiiltiire ait somut ve somut olmayan miras tiriinleri,
diinyanin farkli bolgelerinde sayisiz “kirsal endiistri” 6rnekleri olarak kabul goriir. Kadim halk

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bilgileri ve ustalik beceriyle yogurulmus, kusaktan kusaga aktarilmis ve baska kirsal
cografyalara yayilmis bu {iriinler, el sanatlarindan mimariye, yerel kutlamalardan mutfaga kadar
genis bir yelpazede yer almakta, onlarin ustalari, kullandiklar1 malzemeler, yontem ve arag-
gerecler, yasam ve iiretim mekanlarindan olusan “kirsal endiistri peyzajlari” en az iirlinler kadar
degerlidir. Ote yandan kirsal ortamlarda kentsel kokenli bir endiistri kolunun varlig, 6zellikle
sanayi devriminden bugiine baz1 bolgelere yerlesmis olsa da esas olan yerelin dinamikleriyle,
i¢sel bir gelisme bicimiyle ve bir bolgenin kaynaklar1 ve mevcut insan giicliyle ortaya ¢ikan
iiriinlerden olusan kirsal kiiltiir endiistrisidir. Ornegin, kirsal halk kiiltiiriiniin en 6nemli
gostergelerinden sayilan kirsal mimari, gosterigsiz ve giinliik yasamin bir parcasidir. Gérkemli
ya da anitsal tarafinin ya da diinya c¢apinda {inlii mimarlarin eseri olmamasi, onlarin siradan
nitelenmesine yol agmistir. Ancak kirsal mimariyi olusturmada kullanilan malzeme, arag-gereg
ve yontemlerin basitligine, iklim, yer sekilleri ve yoksullugun getirdigi dezavantajlara ve
kisitlamalara ragmen halk yaraticiliginin sinirsiz oldugunu gérmek gercekten saygi duyulacak
bir kiiltiirel birikimdir®.

2. KIRSALDA SUREKLILIK VE DEGIiSiM: KADIiM BIiLGIi BiRiKiMi VE
YEREL KULTUR

Bu caligmada kirsal endiistriyel miras olarak degerlendirilen 6zellikle el aletlerinin
“endiistri” kavramimin karsiligi olup olmadigi tartisilabilir. Ancak Fernand Braudel’in de
belirttigi gibi Sanayi Devrimi Oncesi toplumlarda 6n endiistri (proto-industry) olarak
tanimlanan iiretim siireclerinin net sinirlar yoktur. Ozellikle tarim sektorii diisiiniildiigiinde 18.
yiizy1l dncesinde tarimi ve endiistriyi ayirmak hatta endiistriyi tarimdan siyirmak miimkiin
degildir. Hurbert Bourgin’in endiistrilesmenin asamalarina ait degerlendirmelerinde buharin ve
makinalarin birlesik giicline sahip iiretim siirecinde “fabrika” olarak adlandirilan mekan
gelinecek en son agamadir. Bundan onceki ii¢ asamada koylii ya da kentlinin piyasa talepleri
Olciistinde kendi ihtiyaglar1 disina ¢ikarak ve ¢ogu zaman, en azindan ilk iki siiregte, kendi sahip
oldugu basit iiretim araglarini kullanarak pazar ic¢in iiretim yapmasi séz konusudur. Yine
Braudel’e gore “Tarimla endiistri arasinda bosanma yoktur” ve kirsal bolgede kdy i¢in 1s goren
bir “kodylii endiistrisi” mevcuttur®. Bu yiizden “kdylii endiistrisi” i¢inde ¢iplak elle yapilamayan
her tiirli isin alet ve edevati, On endistrinin bir pargast oldugu tezinden hareketle
degerlendirilmistir. Kol giicliyle yapilan islerde kullanilan enerji insan giicii de olsa insan, isi
kolaylagtirmak veya siiregte zarar gérmemek adina bazi basit aletleri ylizyillar boyunca
kullanmistir. Bu basit aletlerin kullanimi1 endiistrilesme asamalarinda bir gegis siireci olarak
gorilebilir. Ayrica giiniimiizde en azindan bazilarini neredeyse kimsenin hatirlamadigi bu basit
aletlerin kirsal bolgede ahirlarin, depolarin veya bahgenin bir kosesinde yok olmasindan ziyade
kayit altina alinmasi son derece onemlidir. Bu proje siirecinde yapilan alan arastirmalarda
gecmiste Ozellikle tarimsal iiretimde kullanilmis ¢ok sayida alet ve edevat gormek miimkiin
olmustur. Bunlarin basitligi yaninda liretim siirecine sagladiklar1 kolayliklar ve bir sonraki
stirecin hazirhiginda yiiklendikleri rol, basit de olsalar veya ilkel de kabul edilseler
endiistrilesmenin bir asamasinin tiretim araglar1 olarak goriilmelerini gerekli kilmaktadir.

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Kent dis1 ortamlarda yaygin olarak kullanilan endiistriyel arkeolojinin, kirsal alandaki
doniistimii analiz etmek ve bu yapilarin hem mimari ve peyzaj agisindan gercek degerini, hem
de 19. ve 20. ylizyillar arasinda ¢ift¢i toplumlarin sosyal ve ekonomik evrimine dair tarihi
tanikliklar1 tanimada biiyiik 6nem tasidigi ortaya ¢ikmaistir. 19. yiizyilin sonu ile 20. ylizyilin
bas1 arasinda tarim da o zamana kadar sadece diger {iretim endiistrilerini kapsayan endiistriyel
devrimin etkilerini hissetti. Akdeniz’de 6rnegin italya’da ger¢ek modern endiistriler yaratilds,
ancak bunlar yine de ekonominin ve sosyal yapmin hala geleneksel tipte oldugu kirsal
baglamlarda fiziksel olarak yer aliyordu. Etkileyici mimari biyiikliik ve yapiya sahip ilk
tarimsal gida binalar1 bu sosyal ve ekonomik senaryoda ortaya ¢ikt1®. Endiistriyel mirasta tarim
aletleri ve araglari, kirsal ekonominin modernlesmesinde ve tarimin makinelesmesinde 6nemli
bir doniim noktas1 olarak yorumlanmaktadir. Bu araglar, insan emegine dayanmak yerine
makineler araciligiyla tarim1 daha verimli hale getirmistir. Sanayi Devrimi sonras1 dénemde
gelistirilen bu tarim aletleri, tiretimi doniigtiirmiis, kirsal yasamin sosyal ve ekonomik yapisini
etkilemisgtir.

Kiiciik Menderes Havzasi'ndaki endiistriyel miras c¢ercevesinde tarim aletleri su
basliklar altinda degerlendirilebilir:

1. Makinelesmenin baglangici: Tarim aletlerinin sanayilesmesi, tarimda geleneksel
yontemlerin daha sistemli bir yonteme doniistiigii bir doneme isaret etmektedir.

Omegin 19. yiizyilda gelistirilen mekanik pulluklar, harman makineleri ve
bicerddverler, tarimda insan ve hayvan emegine bagimlilig1 azaltarak verimliligi artirmigtir. Bu
araglarla pek ¢ok is gormek miimkiin hale gelmistir.

2. Teknolojinin gelismesi ve liretim kapasitesinin artmasi: Bu araglar tarim {iriinlerinin
iiretim kapasitesinin arttirilmasinda biiyiik rol oynamstir. Ornegin, bigerdéver gibi makineler,
bir kiginin veya kiiciik bir ekibin genis tarim arazilerini kisa siirede hasat etmesine olanak
taniyarak liretimi hizlandirmistir. Bu donemde tarim makinelerinin hizla gelismesi, yerel tarimi
ve uluslararasi tarim ticaretini biiyiik ol¢lide etkilemistir.

3. Kirsal niifus tizerindeki sosyal etkiler: Tarim ekipmanlarinin makinelesmesi, kirsal
niifusta sosyal degisiklikleri de beraberinde getirmistir. Artan makinelesme isci ihtiyacini,
koylerden kentlere go¢ii ve kirsal topluluklarin niifus yapisindaki degisiklikleri azaltmistir. Ayni
zamanda tarimsal {retim arttikca nilifusun geri kalan1 daha fazla {iretip daha az
calisabilmektedir.

Giiniimiizde bu tarim aletlerinin cogu meta olarak sunulmaktadir. Ornegin eski pulluklar
ve harman makineleri kirsal mirasin 6nemli simgeleridir. Bu makineler tarimin erken gelisimini
ve kirsal alanlardaki teknolojideki degisiklikleri anlamak agisindan 6nemlidir. Bu baglamda
Kiiciik Menderes Havzasi'ndaki tarim aletleri, tarimin modernlesmesi, iiretim verimliliginin
artirilmasi ve toplumsal degisim gibi konularin sembolii olarak endiistriyel mirasta yer alabilir.

Bu arastirmanin amaci, Izmir iline bagh Kiiciik Menderes bdlgesinde Tire, Birgi ve
Odemis koylerinde oncelikle sanayilesme Oncesinden baslayarak, erken Cumhuriyet
Donemi’ne kadarki siiregte donemin tiretim teknikleriyle uyumlu iiretim araclarinin ve mimari

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unsurlarin yerinde tespiti ve unutulmus iiretim tekniklerinin, iireticisi kaybolmaya baslamis
iirinlerin kayda gecirilmesidir. Ayrica bolge yerlesimlerindeki envanterleme c¢alismasina ek
olarak  haritalandirma  ¢aligmasinda ge¢misin  endiistriyel iiretim  potansiyelinin
degerlendirilerek one ¢ikan bolgelerin belirlenmesi ve toplumsal hafiza, kiiltiirel birikim ve
miras, endiistri arkeolojisi agisindan degerlendirilerek tarihsel veriler ve kiiltiirel birikim ile
harmanlanmis davraniglarin geng kusaklara 6gretilmesi, kirsal bolgede kiiltiir odakli degisime
ve farkindalik yaratmaya katki saglamak da amaglanmistir. Arastirmalar sirasinda olusturulan
envanterin kii¢iik bir béliimiine bu ¢alismada yer verilebilmistir.

2.1.Karsal Cevre ve Mekan

Kiiciik Menderes havzasi cografi konum olarak Bati Anadolu’nun merkezinde
bulunmaktadir. Kiiciik Menderes nehri antik c¢aglarda “Kaystros” olarak adlandirilir.
Anadolu’nun Diinya iizerinde cografi konumunun 6nemi diisiiniildiigiinde; aragtirma bdlgesinin
endiistriyel mirasin izinin siiriilmesi i¢in, Anadolu ve yakin g¢evresine dair genel sonuglara
varilmasinda ideal bir mekandir. Bélge kronolojik sira ile Hitit, Lidya, Frigya, Pers, Yunan,
Roma- Bizans ve Tiirk egemenligi altinda kalmistir. Ancak bolgede yerlesme kalkolitik doneme
kadar dayanmaktadir. Kiigiilk Menderes havzast genel olarak tarihsel 6énemi ve dolayisiyla
kadim birikimiyle dikkat ¢ekicidir. Antik ¢agda donemin iki 6nemli metropolii Efes ve Sart’
baglayan yol bu bolgeden gecer ve yol yiizyillar boyunca oldukga islek bir giizergah olarak
kalmistir. Kiiglik Menderes havzasi yerlesimleri kendi ihtiyaclarini karsilamanin yaninda
onemli limanlara ¢cok uzak olmayan konumlarinin etkisiyle tarih boyunca ticaret amacli iiretim
gerceklestirirken, iirettikleriyle biiyiik kentleri de beslemeye devam etmistir. Bolge, tarihsel
stire¢ icerisinde yerli halk disinda siirekli go¢ almis ve cesitli topluluklarin yerlesmesine sahne
olmustur. Bolge sakini olan farkli topluluklar kendine has kiiltiirleriyle bdlge kiiltiiriinii de
zenginlestirmistir. Giindelik yasam pratikleri, iretim ve tiiketim aligkanliklar1 zamanla bdlgenin
kiiltiir birikiminin bir pargasi haline gelmistir. Bolgenin ge¢misten itibaren Gediz ve Kiiciik
Menderes ayn1 zamanda Efes ve Sart gibi 6nemli kentleri baglayan giizergahta olmasi canli bir
ticaret hayatina isaret ederken bu verimli havzada tarimsal {iretim ve buna bagli iskollarinin da
cesitliligi anlamina gelir. Ham ve mamul madde iireten kasaba ve kdyler kadim bir know-how’a
a yani bilgi birikimine de sahiptir. Bu nedenle;

*Kent ve kentlinin aligkanliklar1 daha kolay evrilebilirken, kirsalda zaman daha agir
isleyen bir dongiidiir.

*Kirsal bolgede ham ve mamul maddenin iiretim bi¢imi kismen de olsa yiizyillar
boyunca siirdiiriilmiis, temel prensipler kismen korunmus ve modern diinya insanina degerli bir
miras olarak devredilebilir, envanterlenebilir durumdadir.

*Yerel halk kiiltiirtinde ve giindelik aliskanliklarinda, giiniimiizde izleri bulunabilecek
bu tarihsel mirasin belirlenebilmesi i¢in, aliskanliklarin yerinde tespiti gereklidir.

*Giinlimiizde tlim diinyada yenilenen kiiltiirel doniisiim fikri ve bu alandaki girisimler
kirsalda belli bir doniisiim ve kalkinmay1 saglamaktadir. Farkli sektorlerin ilgisini ¢eken bu
doniistim kirsal bolgeyi farkli nedenlerle cazibe merkezi haline getirme potansiyeli
tagimaktadir. Varsayimlarindan yola ¢ikilarak bolge kirsalinda endiistriyel miras 6rneklerinin
bulunabilecegi diisiiniilebilir.
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Kiiclik Menderes Bolgesi, kadim sanayi liretim tekniklerinin kismen de olsa hala
hatirlandigi-bilindigi bir bolgedir. Kirsal endiistri mirasinin tarihsel gegmis, kiiltiirel birikim ile
cesitliligin bir arada bulundugu ve ilgili endiistriyel materyalin, {iretim mekanlarin yerlerinin
tespit edilebilecegi cografyalardan biridir. Tarihsel siirecte tiretim teknolojisi gelisip degisirken
kirsalda, baz1 pratiklerin uzun zaman ¢ok farklilagsmadan kaldig: iiretim alanlari, araglart ve
teknolojisi neredeyse 20. yiizyil ortalarina kadar varligin1 korumustur. Kirsal endiistriyel miras
olarak nitelendirilebilecek geg¢misin zeytinyagi islikleri ve fabrikalari, ¢omlek tezgahlar1 ve
atolyeleri, dokuma tezgahlari, degirmenler ve Osmanli donemi sanayisinin bazi ornekleri
giinlimiizde islevlerini yitirse de kirsal endiistriyel mirasin korunmasi ve turizme kazandirilmasi
bolgenin tarihi ve kiiltiirel zenginliklerinin daha kesfedilebilir olmasini saglayacaktir.

2.2.Efsaneler, Gerg¢ekler ve Endiistri
2.2.a.Yiin ve Ipek, Zeytin ve Uziim

Kiigiik Menderes vadisi eski ¢aglardan itibaren insan yerlesimi icin uygun bir yer olarak
goriilmustiir. Cevrede ¢ok sayida antik kentin izlerinin bulunmasi 6nemli bir kiiltiirel birikimin
de kanitidir. Arastirmanin odaklandigi Odemis, Tire ve Birgi yerlesimleri kirsali gecmisin
onemli kentleri, ¢arsilari, tiiccarlari, zanaatkarlar1 ve uzak kentlerde alict bulan tarimsal ve
sanayi irilinleriyle ge¢cmiste de iinliidiir. Antik Yunan mitolojisindeki anlatilara konu olan
zanaatlar ve ustalarin varlig1 arastirmalar icin de ¢ikis noktalarindan biridir. Bu konudaki en
{inlii mitos Hypaipali (Dadbey- Giinliice, Odemis) Arakhne ile tanrica Athena arasinda geger,
bu mitos kentin tarihi, kiiltiirii ve kentteki zanaatlarmn tarihsel temelleri tizerine fikir verir®.
Hypaipa kentinin tekstil endiistrisindeki 6nemi Arakhne mitosundan da anlagilmaktadir. Bati
Anadolu tekstil ticaretinin, 6zellikle Lydia ve ¢evresinde kuruldugu bilinmektedir. Hypaipa’da
yiin ticareti ve dokumaya ek olarak, kumas boyamada kullanilan kokboyasindan (Rubia
Tinctorum) boya iiretildigi bilinmektedir. Modern Odemis’te Boyalik olarak bilinen mevkide
kok boya yetistiriciligi yapildigi ve mevki bu nedenle Boyalik ismini aldig1 diisiiniilmektedir’.
Antik yazar Plinius Kilbianoi bdlgesin topragini kermes boceginin kirmizi rengine benzetir.
Antik donemde bazi hayvanlardan elde edilen boyalar kullanilirdi. Mese dallar1 {izerinde
yasayan kermes adli bocekten elde edilen trifon boya maddesi birtakim iglemlerden gegirilip
kermes, kirmizi veya pembe renk elde edilmekte ve bu bocekten Ozellikle kegi derilerini
kirmiziya boyamak i¢in yararlanilmaktadir. Tmolos (Bozdag) dagindaki mese kermeslerinden
elde edilen ¢ok degerli bir kirmiz1 boya endiistri yogun bir sekilde kullanilirdi.

Gecmiste Hypaipa bolgesinde iiretilen {iriinler, Sardis ve Ephesos gibi Onemli
metropollere satildi. Hypaipa bdlgeler arasi tekstil ticaretinin merkezi konumundaydi. M.O. 4.
ylizy1l yazarlarindan Theophrastus, Tmolos (Bozdag) daginda iiziim, elma, nar ile birlikte,
bolca kestane ve findik {iretildigini belirtir. Bir bagka antik yazar Vergilius, Tmolos daginin
giizel kokan iinlii safranindan bahseder. Safran cogunlukla boyacilikta kullanilan bir bitkidir.
Ayrica kadinlar kozmetik malzemesi olarak g6z cevrelerine siirer ve saglarmi boyamada
kullanirlardi®.

Bolgede ipek kumas iiretimi daha yenidir, ¢iinkii ipek Anadolu’ya Bizans c¢aginda
getirilmis ve sonrasinda dnemli ipek iireticisi kentler ortaya ¢ikmistir. Bat1 Anadolu’da tiretilen
ipekli kumaslar Halep, Bursa ve Diyarbakir ipekleri kadar {inlii olmasa da bdlgede dokunan
ipegin ve ipek karigtirilarak dokunan kumaslarin belli bir tine sahip oldugu bilinir. Alasehir
(Philadelphia) Bizans ¢aginda kirmizi renkli ipeklileri ile {inliidiir®. Osmanl1 Arsivi’nde bulunan
bir tarifnameye’® gore Odemis ve Birgi’de dokunan ipekler daha kaliteli goriilmektedir.
Bolgede Osmanli doneminde ipekli dokumacilik ev ig¢i iiretim teknigiyle ve kadin emegiyle
gergeklestirilir. Biiyiik olasilikla bu, Arahkne mitosunda da goriildiigii gibi kadim bir gelenektir.
Kumas kadin emegi ile dokunur ancak hammaddeden kumasa uzanan iiretim siirecinin bazi
asamalarinda ipek biikiicii, tehril biikiicii, ibrisim biikiicii, kazzaz, tohumcu, dolape¢i, koza
manavi gibi esnafin da siirece dahil olabildigi gozlenir'!. Bolgede “cark iistatlar1” adl1 bir grup
usta kozadan ipek ipligi iiretilmesi asamasinda énemli bir rol oynamustir, 1840’11 yillara ait bir
arsiv belgesinde!? kozalarin olgunlastig1 nisan sonu mayis basi déneminde kdylere giden
iistatlarin koyliiniin tirettigi kozalari ipek ipligine doniistiirmede kullanilan arag gerece sahip
oldugu ve kdyiin uygun bir yerinde bu diizenekleri kullanarak iplik iiretim siirecini iistlendikleri
anlasilir. Bu durumda kdy halk: ipek dokuma arac¢ gerecine sahip olsa da iplik {iretimi i¢in
gerekli ekipmana sahip olmayabilir. Bu asama ev i¢i dretim siirecinin disinda
degerlendirilebilir®.

Anadolu'da cesitli sehir ve kasabalarinda pamuk ve yiin ipligi igrilerek, bunlardan her
tiir ve desende kumaslar dokunurdu. Ozellikle yiin ipliginin bdlgede iyi bilinir, hayvanciligin
yaygin oldugu yoriik yerlesimlerinde kadim bir gelenek olarak kadinlarin yiin ipligi egirdikleri
bilinir. Ayrica Anadolu cografyasiyla tam bir uyum iginde varligmni siirdiiren ve insan
topluluklariyla birlikte siirekli olarak varligini siirdiiren ke¢i ve koyunlar da hem iplik tiretimi
hem de deri tiretimi i¢in gereken hammaddeyi sagliyor olmalidir. Bunlarin diginda arastirmanin
odaklandig1 bdlgede Tire ve Odemis gevresinde ham kendir ve kendir biikiilerek imal edilen
sicim, urgan ve pamuklu kumastan dokunan yelken bezi Osmanli donanmasinin ihtiyaclari i¢in
satin alimirdi. Bolgede bez iiretimi yelken bezi, tente bezi ve esir gomlegi lireten dokumacilar
icin canl1 bir alig-veris kaynagiydi**.

Bati Anadolu, Akdeniz havzasinda, zeytin agacinin bulundugu ve tarih boyunca
zeytinyaginin iiretildigi en 5Snem cografyalardan biridir. Kaynaklara gére Fenikeliler MO. 2600-
1600 arasinda deniz ticareti yoluyla zeytinyaginin ve zeytin fidelerinin tiim Akdeniz
cografyasma yayilmasinda dnemli rol oynamislardir. Fogalilarin MO. 600°de kurduklar ticaret
kolonisinde Marsilya’dan getirdikleri yabani zeytin agaglarint Anadolu’daki ¢esitli zeytin
agaclar ile agiladiklar1 bilinmektedir'®. Bati Anadolu bélgesi Akdeniz kiiltiiriine mal olmus
zeytin agact ve sO0z konusu agactan {iiretilen zeytinyagi icin ¢ok Onemli bir cografyadir.
Zeytincilik ve zeytinyagi bolge i¢in salt bir iiretim bi¢imi olmayip bolge ve bolge insanin

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ekonomik, kiiltiirel ve sosyal yagami i¢in ¢ok dnemli bir unsurdur. Zeytincilik ve zeytinyagi
iretiminin tarihi bdlgede kurulmus medeniyetler kadar eskidir. Zeytinyagi kimi zaman
insanlara sifa, gilizellik vermis, kimi zaman essiz lezzetler sunmus, kimi zaman kandillerde
geceyi aydmlatmis kimi zamanda efsane ve mitlere konu olmustur. Oyle ki zeytin ve
zeytinyaginin diginda olan bir Akdeniz ve dolayisiyla Ege tarihinden s6z edilemez®®. Uygun
kosullarm bulundugu Odemis Birgi ve Tire bolgeleri kirsalinda yiizyillardir zeytin iiretimi,
zeytinyagl c¢ikarilmasi ve zeytinyagindan ¢esitli yan iriinlerin imalatinin da yogun olarak
gergeklestigi soylenebilir.

Yas ve kuru iiziim tarimsal iiretim acisindan bolgede énemli olmakla beraber, Osmanli
iilkesinde gayri miislim tebaanin {iretimine ticaret yapmaksizin sadece kendi ihtiyaclari i¢in
sarap iiretmesine izin verilirdi. Bu nedenle ev i¢i liretim teknikleriyle veya basit isliklerde ticari
kaygidan uzak sarap iiretimi yapildig1 da diisiiniilebilir.

Bolgede geleneksel olarak ¢omlek iireten ve deri isleyen esnaf ve zanaatkarlarin da
bulunmasi tarihsel siire¢ ve toplumun gecim kaynaklar1 ve gilindelik hayat pratikleri
diisiiniildiiginde miimkiin goriiniir.

Odemis-Tiirkonii kdyiine lokalize edilen Neikaia yerlesiminde civa ve civanin kirmizi
renkteki siilfiir bilesigi olan zencefre yataklar1 bulunmaktadir. Dogal zencefre frengi, clizam
gibi cilt hastaliklarinin tedavisinde, kozmetik malzemesi olarak allik, makyaj malzemeleri ve
cilt kremlerinde kullanilmistir. Ayrica madenlerinin MO. 450 yillarindan itibaren isletildigi
diisiiniilen zencefreden siilyen boya elde edilip teknelerin su altina gelen kisimlarina midye ve
istiridyelerin yapigmalarin1 ve metallerin pas tutmalarim1 engellemek igin siiriiliirdiil’.
Mesogis'in kuzey yamacinda ve Odemis'e 20 km. kadar uzakliktaki bir mevkide de antimon
madeni bulundugu bilinmektedir. Burada antik Yunan devrine kadar giden bazi galerilere
rastlanmakta ve ¢ikan antimonun, antik ¢agda ayna yapiminda kullanilmis oldugu giiclii bir
olasilik olarak goriilmektedir. Ayrica antimon, bronz yapiminda bakir-kalay karigimina
eklenerek bronzun daha sert bir yapida olmasini saglar.

2.3.Kiiciik Menderes Havzas’min Kirsal Ekonomisine Dair Arkeolojik
Degerlendirme

Insanlik tarihinde, Neolitik Dénem’den itibaren, yerlesim yerlerinin genellikle iklim
acisindan uygun cografyalarda, bereketli topraklara sahip ve su kaynaklarinin yakinindaki
alanlara konumlandirildig1 dikkati ¢ekmektedir. Bati Anadolu tarihsel siirecinde, nehir
vadilerinin bulundugu alanlar, verimli 6zellikleriyle, tarih boyunca iskan gérmiis alanlar olarak
karsimiza c¢ikmaktadir. Bunlardan birini olusturan Kiigiik Menderes Havzasi, Neolitik
Doénem’den itibaren gilinlimiize kadar ¢ok sayida yerlesim yerine ev sahipligi yapmuistir.

Antik Cag’da Kaystros olarak adlandirilan Kiiclik Menderes Havzasi’nda yiiriitiilen
arkeolojik ¢alismalar, Neolittk Donem’den itibaren giiniimiize kadar birbirinden farkh
kiiltiirlerin varligin1 ortaya koymaktadir. Giiniimiizde Selguk, Torbali, Tire, Bayindir, Odemis
ve Kiraz ilgelerini igine alan kirsal bolge, gecmiste de tarimsal ekonominin 6n plana ¢iktig1 bir

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cografyadir. Oyle ki, havzanin tarimsal zenginliginin, yalmzca kendi bolgesini degil, ayni
zamanda nemli bir liman kenti olan Efes antik kentini de besledigi diisiiniilmektedir'®.

Kiiciik Menderes Havzasi’nda yiiriitiillen arkeolojik c¢aligmalar, Efes antik kenti ve
Ayasuluk Tepesi basta olmak iizere i¢ kesimlere dogru Metropolis, Bademgedigi, Dedecik-
Heybelitepe ve Cukurigi 1° (Harita 1) gibi merkezleri icermektedir. S6z konusu ¢alismalar
tarihdncesi dénem ve sonraki siiregleri aydinlatirken, MO 2. Binyildan itibaren bu bélge ile
ilgili bilgiler yazili kaynaklardan da edinilmektedir. MO 2. Binyila tarihlenen Hitit yazili
kaynaklarinda, “Arzawa Ulkesi” olarak tanimlanan bdlgenin Kiiciik Menderes Havzasi’n1 da
icine alan Bati Anadolu topraklar1 oldugu kabul edilmektedir®® . Selguk’taki Ayasuluk Tepesi,
Torbali’daki Metropolis ve Bademgedigi yerlesmeleri bu siirece 151k tutan merkezler arasinda
yer alir. MO 1. Binyila gelindiginde bélgenin en énemli kentlerinden biri olan Efes antik
kentinin 6n plana ¢iktigin1 biliyoruz. Ephesos ve Metropolis disinda, MO 1. yiizyildan sonra
bolgenin i¢ kesimlerinde de sehirlesmenin yasandigi anlasilmaktadir. Buna gore, Odemis
civarinda Hypaipa ve Neikaia, Birgi civarinda Dioshieron ve Beydag’daki Palaiapolis,
kentlerinin var oldugu antik cag yazarlan tarafindan aktarilmaktadir®’. Kiigiik Menderes
Havzasi’nda gerceklestirilen arastirmalar ve antik cag yazarlariin aktardigi bilgiler, buradaki
antik kentler arasindaki baglantinin sadece nehir vadisi boyunca dogu-bati yonlii olmadigi, ayni
zamanda Ephesos’tan, Hypaipa’ya (Odemis) ve oradan da Sardeis’e baglanan kuzey-giiney
yonlii bir giizergahin da bulundugunu ortaya koymaktadir??.

Arkeolojik ¢aligmalardan elde edilen veriler, Kiiciik Menderes Havzasi’nin tarihoncesi
donemlerde ve antik caglarda yagamis olan toplumlarin yagam bi¢imi, ekonomik ge¢im modeli,
ticari faaliyetleri ve bolgeler arasi iligkileri olmak iizere pek ¢ok konuda bilgiler sunmaktadir.
Tiim bu veriler lizerinden, Kii¢iik Menderes Havzasi’nin kirsal ekonomik faaliyetlerine yonelik
tarihsel siireci kurgulamak miimkiindiir. Nitekim tarihoncesi donemlerden itibaren, kirsal
ekonominin bir parcasi olarak, ¢esitli hammadde kaynaklarinin kullanimi da kronolojik bir
gelisim silsilesi sunmaktadir. Buna gore, tas alet, kemik alet, pismis toprak ve madencilik
teknolojileri, insanlik tarihinin gelisiminde 6nemli bir rol oynamaktadir. S6z konusu hammadde
kaynaklarindan elde edilen tiriinler/aletler basta tarim ve hayvancilik olmak {izere balikgilik,
dokumacilik ve ¢comlekeilik gibi ¢esitli alanlarda kullanim gérmiistiir.

Anadolu bereketli topraklariyla tarima elverisli bir cografyadir. Neolitik Donem’den
itibaren bdlgenin tarimsal faaliyetlere ev sahipligi yaptig1 bilinmektedir. Kiigiik Menderes
Havzas1 ve yakin c¢evresi de bereketli ovalik alanlariyla tarimsal faaliyetlerin yogun oldugu bir
alandir. Kiigiik Menderes Havzasi’ndaki Selguk-Cukurici Hoyiigii ve Dedecik-Heybelitepe
disinda, Izmir civarmdaki Bornova-Yesilova Hoyiigii, Kemalpasa-Ulucak Hoyiigii gibi ilk kdy
yerlesimleri, Neolitik Donem’den itibaren tarimsal faaliyetlerin yiiriitildiiglinii ortaya
koymaktadir (Harita 1). S6z konusu merkezlerden elde edilen arkebotanik 6rnekler, bugday,
arpa, mercimek, nohut gibi tahil iriinlerinin yani sira iliziim, zeytin ve seftali gibi meyve

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cekirdeklerini de ig¢ermektedir. Ulucak Hoytlk, Yesilova Hoyiigi ve Cukurigi gibi
yerlesimlerdeki arkeozoolojik ve arkeobotanik arastirmalar, gecim ekonomisinin temelinde
tarim ve hayvancilik faaliyetlerinin oldugunu gdstermektedir?®. Tarim yaninda hayvancilik
faaliyetlerinin de Neolitik yerlesimlerdeki ge¢im modelleri arasinda yer aldig1 bilinmektedir.
Ulucak Hoyiik’teki biiyiikbas hayvan kalintilar1 tizerine yapilan caligmalar, siit ve siit
tiriinlerinin de besin kaynaklari arasinda yer aldigin1 gostermistir® . Benzer sekilde, Yesilova
ve Cukurici yerlesimlerinden elde edilen kanitlar, hayvan besiciligine dayali gecim
ekonomisine isaret etmektedir?® . Dolayisiyla Bat1 Anadolu’da Kiiciik Menderes Havzasi ve
civarinin, Neolitik Donem’den itibaren temel gecim ekonomisinin tarim ve hayvancilik iizerine
dayandig1 anlasilmaktadhir.

Tung Caglar’a gelindiginde, MO. 3.ve 2. Binyil boyunca Anadolu’nun yasam tarzinda
keskin degisimler yasanir. Buna gore, Erken Tung Cag siireci, ilk kentlerin ve yonetici sinifin
ortaya ¢iktig1, altin, giimiis ve degerli taglardan olusan prestij objelerinin yayginlastigi ve Dogu
Akdeniz’de gemilerle ve kervanlarla yiiriitiilen sistemli bir ticaret aginin tesis edildigi bir
dénem olarak bilinir®®. Bu siirecin 6zellikle MO. 2. Binyilda daha da geliserek devam ettigi,
sadece arkeolojik verilerle degil, ¢ivi yazili kaynaklarla da dogrulanmaktadir?’. Dolayisiyla
Tung Cag toplumlarinin gecim modelinde ekonomik cesitliligin arttigindan bahsedilebilir. Her
ne kadar ekonomik gecim yelpazesi genislese de tarim ve hayvanciligin bu siirecte de, temel
gecim modeli olarak varligini siirdiirdiigii anlasilmaktadir. Kiigilk Menderes Havzasi’ndaki
Metropolis, Bademgedigi ve Ayasuluk Tepesi gibi merkezler disinda Izmir civarindaki
Limantepe, Bayrakli (Eski Smyrna) ve Yassitepe gibi merkezler, bu donemin tarim ve
hayvancilik faaliyetleriyle ilgili arkeolojik veriler sunmaktadir®® (Harita 1).

Bati Anadolu’da Neolitik Doénem’den Demir Cag sonuna kadar olan siirece ait
arkeolojik veriler, tarimsal tirlinlerin iiretim ve islenme stireci hakkinda bilgiler sunmaktadir.
Neolitik ve Kalkolitik Donemlerin kemik, boynuz, obsidyen ve ¢akmaktasindan yapilmis orak
bicaklar1, Tun¢ ve Demir Caglar’dan itibaren yerini bronz ve demir aletlere birakmistir. Yine
ahsap ve ¢akmaktasindan yapilmis dovenlere (diiven/dégen) dair veriler Neolitik Dénem’den
itibaren giinlimiize kadar devam etmistir. Yesilova ve Ulucak gibi merkezler Neolitik Dénem’in
orak bigaklarmin ve dovenlere ait gakmak taslarinin ele gectigi yerlesimler arasinda yer alir?® .
Tarimsal iirlinlerin igslenme siirecini aydinlatan bir diger veri grubunu ezgi/6giitme taslari,
havanlar, havanelleri ve dibek taglar1 olusturur. Neolitik Donem’den itibaren giiniimiize kadar
devam eden bu tas aletler c¢esitli {iriinlerin ogiitiilmesinde ve ezilmesinde kullanilmistir.
Cukurici, Dedecik, Ayasuluk Tepesi, Bademgedigi, Metropolis, Efes disinda Bat1 Anadolu’daki

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Yesilova®, Ulucak, Yassitepe, Bayrakli, Limantepe, Baglararas1 gibi merkezlerin neredeyse
tamaminda bu tiir tas aletlerin varhig1 tiim donemler boyunca karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir®® .

Kiiciik Menderes Havzasi ve gevresi, giiniimiizde oldugu gibi ge¢miste de zeytin ve
lizim trlinlerinin bol bulundugu bir cografyadir. Neolitik donemden itibaren zeytin ve iiziim
bolgenin 6nemli tarimsal {iriinleri arasinda yer almaktadir. Zeytinyag: iiretimiyle ilgili en iyi
veri Izmir Urla’daki Klazomenai kazilarindan elde edilmektedir. MO. 6. yiizyil civarina
tarihlenen zeytinyag isligi, donemin iiretim siirecini tiim yonleriyle aydinlatmaktadir®?. Ayni
sekilde iiziim ve bagcilik faaliyetlerinin bir neticesi olarak sarap, sira ve pekmez gibi liriinlerin
elde edildigi Hitit yazili kaynaklarinda da agikca ifade edilmektedir3.

Kiiciik Menderes Havzasi’nin tarimsal zenginligi daha sonraki dénemlerde de devam
etmistir. Antik Cag yazili kaynaklari, tahil, zeytin, incir, iizim ve kestanenin énemli besin
kaynaklar1 arasinda yer aldigin1 aktarmaktadir. Ayn1 sekilde sigir ve koyun yetistiriciliginin de
onemli bir ge¢im modeli oldugu ifade edilmektedir®*. Nitekim gelismis tarim ve hayvancilik
ekonomisi, Kiiclik Menderes Havzasi boyunca yer alan antik kentlerin, batida Efes limanina
ulasan kara yollar1 baglantisiyla, ticari faaliyetlerinin gelismesinin de 6niinii agmistir®®. Ayrica
son yillarda yapilan yiizey arastirmalar ¢ergevesinde MS. 4. yiizyil ile 5. ylizyila tarihlenen ve
terminolojide “villa rustica” olarak tamimlanan ¢iftlik evlerinin varligina dair tespitler
yapilmistir. Tire, Odemis ve Kiraz’da tespit edilen, toprak sahibi aristokratlarin yasadigi bu
citflik evleri/malikaneler, Kiiciik Menderes Havzasi’nin dogu tarafinin da ekonomik agidan
onemli bolgeler oldugunu ortaya koymaktadir®® . Nitekim antik ¢ag eserlerinde bahsedilen 43
Asya Eyaleti kentinin 13 tanesinin Kii¢iik Menderes Havzasi’nda yer aldig1 ve bu bolgenin kent
statiisii ile an1lmaya baslandig1 belirtilmektedir®’ .

Kiigiik Menderes Vadisi’nde yiiriitiilen arkeolojik c¢aligmalar Neolitik Donem’den
itibaren yerlesim yerlerinde deniz tirlinlerinin de varligini ortaya koymaktadir. Neolitik Donem,
Yakindogu’da kiy1 balik¢iliginin yapildigr bir donemdir. Bat1 Anadolu’da Yesilova Hoyiigii,
Ulucak Hoyilik, Cukurigi Yerlesmesi, Limantepe, Baglararasi, Bayrakli, Yassitepe gibi
merkezler besin ekonomisinde, balik ve deniz kabuklarini i¢eren deniz tirlinlerinin tiiketildigini
acikca gostermektedir®®. S6z konusu deniz iiriinlerinin sadece kiy1 yerlesimlerinde degil, aym
zamanda i¢ kesimlere kadar ulastig1 dikkati cekmektedir. Neolitik Donem sonrasinda, 6zellikle
MO. 2. Binyil siireciyle birlikte agik deniz balik¢iliginin basladig diisiiniilmektedir. Arkeolojik
caligmalar, erken donemlerde kemikten, sonrasinda da bronzdan yapilmis olta ignelerinin,
zipkinlarin ve balik ag1 6rmede kullanilmis olabilecegi diisiiniilen ignelerin varligin1 ortaya
koymaktadir. Tiim bu veriler, Kiiciik Menderes Havzasi boyunca tarim ve hayvancilik diginda,

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deniz {iriinlerinin de besin ekonomisinde yer aldigin1 gostermektedir. Kiiciik Menderes
Havzasi’na deniz iirlinlerinin ulagmis oldugu bilinse de nehrin kendisinde de balik¢ilik ve
tasimacilik faaliyetlerinin yapildigina dair bilgiler aktarilmaktadir® .

Anadolu topraklari dokumacilik faaliyetleri agisindan gelismis bir bdlgedir.
Dokumacilikla ilgili en erken veriler yine Neolitik Donem’e kadar geriye gider. Bati
Anadolu’daki Yesilova Hoyiigli, Ulucak Hoyiik, Cukurigi Yerlesmesi, Limantepe, Baglararasi,
Bayrakli, Yassitepe gibi yerlesim yerleri Neolitik Donem ve sonrasinda Tung Caglar slirecinde
dokumacilik faaliyetlerine dair veriler sunar®®. Bunlar arasinda, pismis toprak agirsak ve
dokuma agirliklari, pismis toprak makaralar, kemik, ahsap veya pismis topraktan yapilmis
dokuma taraklari, kemik veya bronzdan yapilmis igneler yer alir*!. Dokuma agirliklarindan yola
cikarak, ozellikle dikey dokuma tezgahlarinin kullanilmis olabilecegi diistiniilmektedir.

Bolgenin, ¢canak ¢omlek teknolojisine dair veriler yine Neolitik Donem’den itibaren
karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir. Kiyida Yesilova, i¢ kesimlerde Ulucak ve Cukurici gibi merkezlerde
donemin kirmizi, krem, devetiiyii, kahverengi ylizeyli, el yapimi ¢anak ¢omlekleri iiretilmistir.
Canak ve ¢omlek formlarinin yaygin olarak tercih edildigi ve baz1 6zel kaplarin kabartma,
kazima veya boya bezemeyle siislendigi dikkati ¢ekmektedir*?. Tung Caglar’la birlikte canak
comleklerin yapim tekniklerinde ve bezeme unsurlarinda degisiklik yasanir. Carkta
sekillendirilmis seramikler ortaya c¢ikmaya baglar. Yassitepe, Limantepe, Bayrakli gibi
merkezlerde siyah, koyu kahverengi, grimsi kahve, yilizeyli canak ¢comlekler dikkati ¢ceker. Kap
formlarinda ¢esitlenmenin arttigi ve bazi kaplarin iiziim, sarap, zeytinyagi gibi sivi
depolamasinda kullanildig1 anlasilmaktadir. Ayrica kaba hamurlu, el yapimi isli mutfak/pisirme
kaplar1 da yaygin olarak karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir®®. Dolayisiyla Kiiciik Menderes Havzasi’ndaki
canak ¢omlek tiretim teknolojisinin Neolitik Dénem’den itibaren var oldugu anlasilmaktadir.

Sonug olarak, Kii¢iik Menderes Havzasi tarihoncesi donemlerden itibaren Bati Anadolu
kiyilar1 ile Orta Anadolu arasindaki konumuyla, tarih boyunca énemli kiiltiirlere ev sahipligi
yapmustir. Ozellikle tarim ve hayvanciliga uygun bir bdlge olsa da nehir vadisinin sundugu gegis
yollar1 iizerinde bulunmasi, bolgedeki yerlesimlerin ticari faaliyetler agisindan biiylimesine ve
gelismesine katki saglamistir. Buna gére Mezopotamya’dan baslayip Orta Anadolu’dan Bati
Anadolu kiyilarina ulasan 6nemli kervan yollarindan birisini olusturan ve Kiiciik Menderes
Havzasi’ndan gecen yol, Efes limaninda son buluyordu. Bir digeri de daha kuzeyden
Kemalpasa Ovas1 lizerinden Bayrakli limanina ulagsmaktaydi. Bu gilizergahlarin, Neolitik
Donem’den itibaren kullanildigi bilinmektedir. Ornegin Neolitik Dénem ve Erken Tung
Cagi’nda yapilan obsidyen ticaretinin, Adalar ve Orta Anadolu iizerinden saglandigini,
Cukurici, Yesilova, Ulucak ve Limantepe gibi merkezlerden elde edilen veriler sunmaktadir®.
Ayni sekilde Tung Caglar’in 6nemli kaynaklarindan birisini olusturan altin, giimiis ve bakirin,
Yassitepe, Limantepe, Cukuri¢i ve Bayrakli gibi merkezlerdeki iiretimine dair veriler, bunlarin

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hammadde kaynaklarindan tasindiginy, iiretildigini ve ticaretinin yapildigini gostermektedir®.
Tiim bunlar, Kiiciik Menderes Havzasi’nin tarih Oncesi ¢aglardan itibaren dnemli bir bolge
oldugunu ortaya koymaktadir.

2.4.Kiiciik Menderes Bolgesinde Kirsal Endiistri Mirasi
2.4.a.Guda Endiistrisi

Sanayi Oncesi toplumlar agirlikli olarak tam ekonomisine dayanmaktadir. Kiiciik
Menderes havzasinda gergeklesen tarimsal liretim bolge halkinin ihtiyaglarimi karsilamanin
yani sira, basta baskent Istanbul olmak iizere tiim Osmanli Imparatorlugu’nun gogu bdlgesine
hatta Avrupa’ya, irettikleri iirlinleri gondermislerdir. Bolgenin gida endiistrisi faaliyetleri
arasinda tahil 6giitme, un Uretimi basta olmak iizere zeytinyag: isleme, ekmek yapma gibi
faaliyetler mevcuttur.

Topragin iglenmesinden, sofrada oniimiize gelene kadar gecen tiim iiretim asamasinda
kullanilan aletler sekil itibariyle binlerce yil boyunca degisiklik gostermemistir. Bolgede
yapilan incelemelerde basta miizeler olmak {izere, yerlesim yerlerinde bu ilkel tarim aletlerini
gérmek miimkiin olmustur. Bunlarin da basinda toprag: kazmadaki en eski tarim aleti olan
saban gelmektedir. Tarla siiriilmesinin ardindan bazi tohum ve fidanlarin ekilmesinde dikim
kaziklar: kullanilmaktadir. Uriinlerin toplanmasi zamaninda alanin genisligine gére dzellikle
bugdayin toplanmasinda orak kullanilmigtir. Orak kullanirken parmaklara zarar gelmemesi i¢in
de ellikler kullanilmigtir. Bugdaylar orak ile kesildikten sonra demet haline getirilir ve
anadutlar yardimiyla harmanlar tarladan tasinacak araclara yiiklenir. Toplanan bugdaylar
arabalarla harman yerine gotiiriilmiistiir. Toplanan bugday harman yerinde saplarindan ayrilma
islemine tabi tutulmaktadir. Bu islemde diiven adi verilen aletlerle saglanmaktadir. Diiven’e
hayvanlar kosularak harmana y1gilmis bugday saplarindan ayrilmaktadir. Bundan sonrasinda
degirmenler devreye girer. El degirmenleri ve dibek taslariyla bugdaylar doviiniiliirdii. Bu
dibek taglar1 genelde mahallenin ortak kullaniminda olurdu. Bugrayr 6gilitmek icin {iglincii
olarak ise biiyiik tas degirmenler kullanilmaktadir. 1478’deki bir kayda gore sadece Tire
bolgesinde 13 kdyde degirmen bulunmaktadir. 1512°de bu say1 16’ya ¢ikmigstir. 1529°da ise
degirmeni olan kdy sayisi sabit kalmasina ragmen degirmenlerin biiyiikliikleri artmistir®®.
Kiiciik Menderes havzasiin geneliginde ise degirmeni olan kdyler arasinda Beg, Dad Begi
(Giinliice), Uziimlii, Hatun Deresi, Cavuslu, Zeytun, Kizilca, Uladi, Manda, Kizilca Kegilii,
Birgi, Bozdag gibi yerlesim yerlerinden bahsedilmektedir*’. Bu degirmenler biiyiik ihtimalle su
ile calisan degirmenlerdir. Giiniimiizde havzadaki koylerde degirmenlerle un {iretimi hala
devam etmektedir. Bolgede 19. yiizyilda Osmanli tariminda makinelesme baglamistir. Kara
sabanin yerini daha saglam olan pulluklar almaya baglamistir. 20. yiizyilda tarla makinelerinde
yasanan gelismeler ile kara saban ve hayvan kullanimi azalmistir. Traktoriin gelmesi ile
koylerde daha biiyiik ve traktérle uyumlu pulluklar kullanilmaya baglanmistir. Traktorlerin

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gelisimi tarlada is siiresini kisaltmis ve daha kisa siirede daha genis alanlar islenmeye
baglanmustur.

Kii¢iik Menderes Havzasi’nda var olan {iriinlerin basinda zeytin gelmektedir. Antik
donemlerden beri zeytin ve zeytinyagciligin yaygin olarak bolgedeki varligi bilinmektedir.
Zeytinyag1 elde etmek i¢in iki yol vardir. Bunlardan ilki daha ilkel bir yontem olarak ayak ile
cignenerek zeytin posasindan elde etme yontemidir. Bunun i¢in de dahar ad1 verilen toprak
kaplar kullanilmaktadir.

Ancak bolgede =zeytinyagi Ttretimi genelde degirmenlerde yapilmaktadir. Bu
degirmenlerin bliyiik kismi1 su giicii ile ¢caligmaktadir. Bolge yerlesimlerinde giiniimiizde atil
durumda da olsa hemen her kdyde zeytinyagi iiretmekte kullanilan degirmen taslar1 bulunur.

2.4.b.Dokuma Endiistrisi

Dokuma igin gerekli ipler genelde, yiin, keten, kenevir, pamuk gibi lifli
hammaddelerden elde edilmektedir. Bunlarin ip haline getirilmesi igin birgok asamadan
gecmesi gerekir. Oncelikle 1ifli maddeler yumusatildiktan sonra doviilmekte ve hallag
taraklariyla taranip liflerine ayrilir.

Kiiciik Menderes Havzasi’nda bulunan Tire bolgesinde urgancilik c¢ok yaygindir.
Kenevirden iiretilen urganlar, saglam yapilar1 nedeniyle uzun yillar kullanilmistir®®. Tire’de bir
usta tarafindan hala urgan yapimi devam etmektedir. Urgan elde edebilmek i¢in kenevirler suda
bekletilip yumusadiktan sonra, hallag taraklarinda taranip ip haline getirilir. Bu ipler de dil
makarasi, koge ve toplu denilen araglarla birlestirilip daha giiclendirilir. Dokuma yaparken
kullanilan malzemeler bolgedeki miizelerde bulunmaktadir. Bunlardan biri agirsaklardir.
Agirsaklar iplik egirmeye yarayan ipi agirlagtirmak i¢in alt ucuna takilan, tahta, kemik ya da
madenden yapilmig, ortast delik yarimkiire bi¢cimindeki agirliklardir. Agirsaklarin yerini
zamanla yapimi daha basit olan kirmanlar almistir. Yiin, keten, kenevir, pamuk gibi lifli
hammaddeleri biikiip ip yapmaya yarayan kirmanlar temel olarak iki par¢adan olugmaktadir.
Kirmandan baska ip biikkmek ya da biikiilmiis ipleri sarmak i¢in kullanilan diger bir aletin ad:
ise ¢ikriktir. El ya da ayakla ¢evrilen modelleri bulunur. Arakhne hikayesinde bahsedildigi gibi
bolge dokuma konusunda uzun bir geg¢mise sahiptir. Dokuma tezgéhlar1 bir¢ok parcadan
olugmaktadir. Dokuma yaparken her bir dokuma mekigi ile yapilan siranin diizgiin durmasi i¢in
kirkit ile diizeltilmesi gerekir.Bolgede yaygin olan bir diger dokuma kiiltiiri de kegeciliktir.
Odemis Bademli (Bodemia) kdyiinde kece iiretimi hala devam etmektedir®®. Bélgede var olan
dokuma islerinden biri de kumas lizerine baski islemidir. Genelde ahsap hazir kaliplar
kullanilmustir.

Kiiciik Menderes havzasinda &zellikle Odemis’in ovasinda yerlesim yerlerinde ipek
bocekgiligi uzun yillar yapilmistir®®. Ancak yapilan alan caligmasinda ipek bocekgiligi ve ipek
iiretiminin yok oldugu tespit edilmistir. Son birkag yildir bu zanaat1 yeniden canlandirmak i¢in
caligmalar yapilmaktadir.

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2.4.c. Deri Endiistrisi

Osmanli imparatorlugu'nda deri isleme sanati, ekonomik ve ticari faaliyetlerin dnemli
bir par¢asini olusturuyordu. Deri, glindelik hayatta kullanilan ¢esitli esyalarin tiretiminde hayati
bir materyaldi; ayakkabi, canta, kemer ve Ozellikle askeri techizatlarin yapiminda genis bir
kullanim alani buluyordu. Kii¢iik Menderes havzasinda yapilan alan ¢alismalarinda Birgi’de
eski tabakhanelerin yeri tespit edilmistir. Giinlimiizde etrafi tamamen bitki Ortiisiiyle
kaplanmistir. Arsiv kayitlarina gore 19. yilizyilda sadece Birgi’de degil Tire bolgesinde de
tabakhaneler bulunmaktadir. Tire’de 12’si Miisliimanlara 1’1 Rumlara ait olmak tizere toplam
13 tane tabakhane bulunmaktadir®!. Ancak bunlarin yeri tespit edilememistir. Deri’den iiretilen
malzemelerin basinda ayakkabi gelmektedir.

2.4.d. Diger Endiistriler

Osmanli imparatorlugu'nda metal isleme, ¢omlekcilik ve agac isleme gibi el sanatlari
ve zanaat sektorleri hem imparatorlugun i¢ ihtiyaglarini karsilamada hem de ticari faaliyetlerde
onemli bir rol oynamistir. Metal isleme, Ozellikle silahlar, tarim aletleri, ev esyalar1 ve
siislemeler iiretiminde kritik bir sektordii. Bakir, demir ve tung, Osmanli ustalari tarafindan
islenen en yaygin metallerdendi ve bu tirlinler hem giinliik kullanim hem de ihracat ac¢isindan
biiylik deger tasirdi. Comlekgilik, imparatorlugun dort bir yaninda giinliik yasamda kullanilan
kaplar, ¢anaklar ve siis esyalarin iiretimini saglarken, Osmanli sanatinin 6zgilin ve zarif bir
yansimasi olarak dikkat ¢ekmistir. Agac isleme sektorii ise mobilya, gemi yapimi ve mimari
stislemelerde Oonemli bir yer tutmus, zanaatkarlar tarafindan ince detaylarla islenen ahsap
iirlinler hem pratik hem de estetik ihtiyaglar1 karsilamistur.

Kiiciik Menderes havzasinda bu endiistri kollarindan sadece ¢omlekgilik eski usul ile
devam etmektedir. Bolgedeki tek c¢omlek atolyesi ise eski adi Hypaipa olan Giinliice
koytindedir.

Bolgede yaygin olan zeytin agaclarinin yiiksek dallarindaki zeytinin toplanmasi igin
kullanilan sirik ya da zeytin sirigi olarak kullanilan ve meseden iiretilen aletler kullanilmaktadir.
Bademli koytinde aile tiyelerinin bildigi kadariyla dort nesildir ayni aile tarafindan zeytin sirig1
iretimi devam etmektedir. .

Son olarak bahsedilmesi gereken endiistri ise tiitlinciiliiktiir. Bolgede 1980°’li yillara
kadar yaygin olarak ekimi ve iiretimi yapilan tiitiiniin giiniimiizde ekimi yapilmamaktadir.
Ancak tiitlinciiliik i¢in kullanilan malzemeler hala bolgede bulunmaktadir.

3. SONUCLAR VE DEGERLENDIRME

Bu arastirmada, Izmir iline bagli Kii¢iik Menderes bodlgesinde Tire, Birgi ve Odemis
kdylerinde Oncelikle sanayilesme Oncesi ve erken Cumhuriyet Donemi iiretim teknikleriyle
uyumlu {retim araglarinin ve mimari unsurlarin yerinde tespiti ve unutulmus iiretim
tekniklerinin, tireticisi kaybolmaya baslamis iiriinlerin kayda gecirilmesi amaclanmigtir. Ayrica
bolge yerlesimlerindeki envanterleme calismasina ek olarak haritalandirma caligmasinda
geemigin endiistriyel tiretim potansiyelinin degerlendirilerek 6ne ¢ikan bolgelerin belirlenmesi
ve toplumsal hafiza, kiiltiirel birikim ve miras, endiistri arkeolojisi acisindan degerlendirilerek
tarihsel veriler ve kiiltiirel birikim ile harmanlanmig davraniglarin geng¢ kusaklara 6gretilmesi,
kirsal bolgede kiiltiir odakli degisime ve farkindalik yaratmaya katki saglamak da arastirmanin
genel amaglarindan biridir.

Projenin envanterleme ¢aligmalarinda ilgili kirsal yerlesimlerde arsiv belgelerinin
verdigi ip uglart degerlendirilerek oncelikle hangi tiirden sanayi liretiminin gergeklestirildigi
belirlenmis, alanda ilgili verilerin dncelikle aranmasi saglanmaistir. Arsiv kaynaklar1 ve birincil
kaynaklarda belirlenen veya belirlenemeyen veriler alan arastirmasi sirasinda bizzat kirsal
bolgede belirlenmeye ¢alisilmis, mekanlarin ve ¢esitli liretim araglarinin fotograflanarak kayit
altina alinmas1 saglanmustir.  Ikinci asamada, arsiv ve literatiir incelemesinden ve alan
arastirmasindan elde edilen veriler ile Tire, Birgi ve Odemis kdylerinde belirlenen kadim sanayi
iiretim alanlar1 haritalara yerlestirilmistir.

Kiiciik Menderes Havzasi’'nda 6zellikle Odemis’e bagl kdy ve mahallelerde 2024
Agustos’unda tamamlanan arastirmalara gore bolgede kirsal endiistriyel miras olarak
nitelendirilebilecek belli bir birikim bulunmaktadir. Hatta ¢omlekgilik ve kismen dokumacilik
gibi baz1 kadim zanaatlar glinlimiizde de sembolik de olsa ustalar1 sayesinde stirdiiriilmektedir.
Bolgede Osmanli istatistiklerinin verdigi bilgileri ve rakamlari dogrulayabilecek ornekleri

somut olarak gérmek miimkiin degildir. Kirsal bolgede endiistriyel liretimin evlerin i¢inde aile
bireylerinin emegiyle gergeklestigi liretim tarzinin bolgede yaygin olmasi, liretim araglarinin
ve Uretim bilgisinin kusaklara aile iiyeleri tarafindan aktarilmamasi bazi yerel ugraslarin zaman
icinde ortadan kalmasina neden olmustur. Sanayilesmenin getirdigi sonuglar da el sanatlarinin
ve zanaatlarin faaliyetine ciddi bir darbe vurmustur. G6zden diisen ugraslar zamanla unutulmus,
iiretimde kullanilan araglar atil kalmis ve bir silire sonra da biiyiik oranda ortadan kalkmistir.
Ayrica gegmigin iiretim araglarina kirsal toplumun yaklagiminin ¢ok olumlu olmadigini da dile
getirmek gerekir. Yani toplum, 6rnegin atalarindan kalan bir dokuma tezgahina bir “miras”
goziiyle bakmaktansa daha “yararci” bir yaklasim gelistirmis ve atil kalan araglarin, giiniimiiz
toplumunda ihtiyaclara cevap vermesi veya vermemesi saklanmasi veya yok edilmesi
konusunda belirleyici olmustur. Bolge kdy ve mahallelerine bizzat gidilerek yapilan
caligmalarda gegmiste bilinen biitlin sanayi kollarina dair liretim araglarinin ve mekanlarinin
bulunabilmesi miimkiin olamamistir. Bu nedenlerle kirsal endiistriyel mirasin izlerini stirmek
icin yapilan calismalar daha yogun ve sorgulayici olmak zorundadir. Arsiv belgeleriyle
desteklenen 6n calismalar mutlaka kirsal bolgede siirdiiriilmeli, kirsal miras bolgenin giinliik
hayatinin disinda islevsiz ve atil alanda aranmalidir.

Calismalar sirasinda bolgedeki miizelerde dzellikle Tire Kent Miizesi, Odemis Kent
Miizesi ve Odemis Arkeoloji Miizesi’nde kirsal endiistri miras1 olabilecek iiretim araglarmnin
sergilendigi gorilmiistiir. Bu uygulamayla aslinda kadim tretim araglari Orneklerin yok
olmasinin da oniine gegilmistir.

Koylerin toplumun Kkiiltiirel kimliginin en 6zglin katmanlarini barindirdigi, ulusal
Olcekte biitlinciil bir koruma politikasinin ayrilmaz bir parcasini olusturdugu yargisindan
hareketle yerelin ait oldugu yerde kalmasi ve islevlendirilmesi 6nem tasir. Biiylik kentlerdeki
miizelerdense ait olduklar1 kdylerde sergilenen kirsal endiistri miras1 6rnekleri kirsal kalkinma,
turizmin ¢esitli alanlarinda verimli uygulamalarda kullanilabilir, kirsalda kiiltiirel doniistimiin
yaninda yerel toplum i¢in yeni is olanaklari, uzun vadede gogiin azaltilmasi vb. acilardan
degerlendirilebilir.
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Following the restoration of the independence of the Republic of Azerbaijan in 1991, the
Republic of Turkey became the first state to recognize it. The relations between the two
countries over the past 34 years have been shaped by bilateral cooperation, joint projects, and
regional developments.

Turkey officially recognized Azerbaijan’s independence on November 9, 1991, and diplomatic
relations were established on January 14, 1992. Subsequently, the Embassy of the Republic of
Turkey in Baku was opened in January 1992, while the Embassy of the Republic of Azerbaijan
in Ankara began operations in August of the same year.

Turkey’s support in the settlement of the Armenia - Azerbaijan Nagorno-Karabakh conflict has
been of crucial importance for Azerbaijan. In the early years of Azerbaijan’s independence,
Turkey was the only regional power to bring the issue to the agenda of international
organizations. Moreover, following the occupation of Kalbajar, Turkey was the sole regional
actor to close its borders with Armenia, impose sanctions, and actively support the
strengthening of the Azerbaijani Armed Forces. The bilateral relations have also been
maintained through the continuity of the respective governments. Throughout this period,
Turkey sought to play an active role in resolving the Karabakh conflict - both to secure its future
influence in the Caucasus and to strengthen its position as a regional power by enhancing its
relations with the United States, Europe, and Russia. Military cooperation between Azerbaijan
and Turkey deepened significantly, with Turkey playing a pivotal role in restructuring the
Azerbaijani Armed Forces in accordance with NATO standards.

Turkey’s contribution to Azerbaijan’s victory in the 44-day Second Karabakh (Patriotic) War,
fought between September 27 and November 10, 2020, was substantial and indispensable. By
urging the international community to adopt a fair stance on the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict,
Turkey sought to overcome the challenges posed by double standards. Furthermore, Ankara’s
formal closure of its borders with Armenia demonstrated that Turkey supported Azerbaijan’s
position not only rhetorically, but also through tangible actions.

A comprehensive examination of these dynamics underscores the enduring significance
and strategic relevance of the subject.

Azerbaycan Cumhuriyeti 1991 yilinda bagimsizligini ilan ettikten sonra, bu bagimsizlig
taniyan ilk devlet Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti olmustur. Tiirkiye ile Azerbaycan arasindaki diplomatik
iliskiler 14 Ocak 1992°de resmen kurulmus; Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti’nin Bakii Biiyiikel¢iligi ayn
yilin Ocak ayinda, Azerbaycan Cumhuriyeti’nin Ankara Biiyiikel¢iligi ise Agustos 1992°de
faaliyete ge¢mistir.

Iki iilke arasindaki iliskilerin gelisiminde, ikili is birlikleri, ortak projeler ve bolgesel gelismeler
belirleyici olmus, bu ¢ergevede son 34 yillik siiregte kapsamli bir etkilesim ortaya ¢ikmustir.
Tiirkiye’nin, Ermenistan-Azerbaycan Daglik Karabag sorununa iligkin tutumu Azerbaycan
acisindan stratejik bir onem tasimaktadir. Nitekim Tiirkiye, Azerbaycan’in bagimsizliginin ilk
yillarinda bu konuyu uluslararasi 6rgiitlerde giindeme tasiyan tek bolgesel aktor olmus; ayrica
Kelbecer’in isgalinin ardindan Ermenistan ile smirlarini kapatarak yaptirim uygulamis ve
Azerbaycan ordusunun giiclendirilmesini aktif bicimde desteklemistir.

Tiirkiye’nin bu siiregteki politikalari, bir yandan Kafkasya’daki gelecekteki niifuzunu
sekillendirme, diger yandan ABD, Avrupa ve Rusya ile iliskilerini dengeleme amaci tagimustir.
Bu donemde askeri is birligi derinlesmis; Tiirkiye, Azerbaycan ordusunun NATO standartlarina
uygun sekilde modernize edilmesinde kritik bir rol iistlenmistir.

Ozellikle 27 Eyliil-10 Kasim 2020 tarihleri arasinda gerceklesen 44 giinliik II. Karabag
(Vatanseverlik) Savasi’nda Tiirkiye’nin destegi belirleyici nitelikte olmustur. Ankara,
uluslararas1 toplumu Ermenistan-Azerbaycan Daglik Karabag meselesinde adil bir tutum
sergilemeye c¢agirmis; cifte standartlardan kaynaklanan engellerin asilmasi i¢in yogun caba
gostermistir. Tiirkiye'nin saldirgan taraf olan Ermenistan ile siirlarin1 kapatmasi, yalnizca
soylemsel diizeyde degil, somut adimlar araciligiyla da Azerbaycan’in tezlerini destekledigini
ortaya koymustur.

Bu hususlarin biitiinciil bigimde incelenmesi, s6z konusu konunun akademik ve siyasi
Oonemini daha da artirmaktadir.

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Introduction

The Nagorno-Karabakh conflict has been in the spotlight in the international political arena
since the collapse of the USSR as a conflict that has challenged the territorial integrity of
Azerbaijan and caused long-term ethnic and political tensions with Armenia. Turkey,
consistently supporting Azerbaijan during this conflict, has framed its stance around
international law, territorial integrity and peaceful resolution mechanisms.

This article examines Turkey’s involvement in the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict, its diplomatic
position during and after the Second Karabakh War, and its strategic interests in the conflict’s
resolution.

1. The establishment of the first relations between Azerbaijan and Turkey after gaining
independence

Since 1988, when the Armenia-Azerbaijan Nagorno-Karabakh conflict began, Turkey has
supported resolving the conflict within the framework Azerbaijan’s territorial integrity. To that
end, it has placed the issue on the agenda of international organizations, supported resolutions
affirming Azerbaijan’s territorial integrity, and closed its borders and air corridor with Armenia.

However, Turkey has pursued different tactical moves at different stages. Thus, before the
collapse of the Soviet Union, Turkey regarded the issue as an internal affair of the Soviet Union
initially, but sided with Azerbaijan after Armenia’s occupation of Azerbaijani territory.

In 1988, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Turkey made a statement that the
conflict was an internal affair of the USSR, but called for a peaceful resolution of the issue, and
at the same time expressed its readiness to send humanitarian aid. On January 18, 1990, the
Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Turkey, Mesut Yilmaz, invited the USSR
Ambassador to Ankara, Albert Chernyshev, to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and asked him
for information about the events taking place in Nagorno-Karabakh and Azerbaijan. After the
meeting, Mesut Yilmaz, who made a statement to the press, noted that the Turkish nation, which
feels a natural affinity with the Azerbaijanis, with whom they share the same language and
culture, is following these events that are taking place very recently, with particular sensitivity.
Turkish officials, both in order not to harm Turkish-Russian relations and under the influence
of Western allies, regarded these events as an internal affair of the USSR, but did not hesitate
to express criticism over the massacre.

Turkey’s policy was criticized by opposition parties, which accused the government of failing
to provide sufficient support to Azerbaijan. During this period, the Turkish government did not
spoil its relations with Armenia and tried to maintain its neutrality in the Nagorno-Karabakh
issue. A positive opinion developed in Turkey regarding Armenia’s head of state, Levon Ter-
Petrosyan. According to some, supporting him would prevent the more radical Dashnaks from
coming to power, and would have a positive impact on the resolution of the Nagorno-Karabakh
conflict and Turkish-Armenian relations.

Armenia also asked for the opening of a corridor for the passage of international aid allocated
by Turkey and for the provision of fuel oil for use in power plants. The Turkish government
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wanted to make the Armenian government dependent on it with this aid and thought that in this
way it would interfere in the resolution of the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict.

The electricity that Ankara would provide to Armenia was of great importance for this country.
Because Armenia was facing an energy problem. However, selling electricity to it at a time
when Armenia continued its attacks on Azerbaijan had a negative impact on Ankara's reputation
in Azerbaijan, this damaged Turkey’s standing in discussions over the distribution of
Azerbaijani oil. As a consequence, Turkey cancelled its electricity purchase agreement with
Armenia.

Armenia’s occupation of Shusha on May 8, 1992, Lachin on May 17, and increased attacks in
Nagorno-Karabakh led to fundamental changes in Turkish-Armenian relations. As a result of
the increase in Armenian attacks, Ankara unwillingly became a party to the conflict. Starting
from March 2, 1992, Turkey gradually forced planes flying to Armenia to land on its territory
and began to conduct inspections for the presence of weapons and ammunition. In the same
year, Turkey declared it would establish diplomatic relations with Armenia if Armenia
withdrew from Shusha and Lachin, but this offer was rejected. (10, 84-85).

The occupation of Kalbajar on April 3, 1993 and the subsequent attack by the Armenian army
on Fuzuli caused the Turkish government to take some measures. Thus, the Turkish government
closed the air route it had allocated for aid to Armenia and completely stopped flights to this
country. Turkey called a meeting of the five permanent and other members of the UN Security
Council regarding the Armenian attacks, prepared a draft text condemning the Armenian attacks
and submitted it to the Security Council (5, 75-76).

On April 3, 1993, Turkey closed the border gates with Armenia. Turgut Ozal, who visited
Azerbaijan on April 13-14, 1993, discussed the latest situation in Nagorno-Karabakh and
bilateral relations in a meeting with officials. On the eve of the visit, a draft agreement on joint
cooperation in the field of defense was prepared between Turkey and Azerbaijan, and this
document was expected to be signed. However, during the visit, rather than signing the defense
cooperation document, a military education cooperation agreement was signed. According to
Turgut Ozal, it is impossible to resolve the conflict by force by concluding military alliances.
Such a situation could expand the area of the conflict, other states could join it, and even cause
major disasters in the Near and Middle East. Turkey favored resolving the conflict under the
auspices of the CSCE Minsk Conference. During this period, Azerbaijan itself did not turn to
Turkey for military support. Turkey did not wish to become party to the conflict by signing a
military agreement with Azerbaijan while Azerbaijan was at war. Because, firstly, in this case,
Turkey provide military support to Azerbaijan, which was under attack. Secondly, Turkey
believed that military intervention might lead to war with Russia. Thirdly, since the time of
Mustafa Kemal Ataturk, Turkey has not used force as long as it was not directly attacked by
armed forces. Fourth, Turkey was a member of NATO and therefore had to consult with NATO
on military matters. In this regard, NATO member states opposed Turkey's military activity.
Fifth, Turkey was sanctioned after its military intervention in Cyprus in 1974. Therefore, it did
not want to be subject to new sanctions at a time when it was just beginning to recover from
sanctions. As a result, Turkey's military intervention could have damaged Ankara's relations
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with Moscow, Brussels, and Washington, leaving it isolated. In 1997, Levon Ter-Petrosyan and
representatives of the Armenian diaspora in Armenia had serious disagreements regarding the
resolution of the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict. L.T. Petrosyan argued that a phased resolution of
the conflict was the most appropriate option (9,221-222).

Therefore, the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict is an obstacle to Armenia's economic development
and hinders the development of international relations, especially with neighboring states. In an
article he wrote in 1997, he noted that if the conflict is not resolved within 1-2 years, Armenia
will weaken over time and will work to achieve the proposals that they reject today. The
Armenian Federative Revolutionary Party ("Dashnaktsutyun™), led by other parties supported
by the Armenian diaspora, demanded the resignation of L.T. Petrosyan for accepting and
defending this option for resolving the conflict, and as a result, he was forced to resign from his
post.

In the presidential elections held in Armenia on March 30, 1998, Robert Kocharyan, an
Armenian from Nagorno-Karabakh, was elected the second president of Armenia. From the day
he came to power, he began to implement a tougher policy towards Turkey and Azerbaijan
(9,222). R. Kocharyan argued that the solution to the Nagorno-Karabakh issue would be based
only on the "right to self-determination” of the Armenians living here, international recognition,
ensuring the protection of their borders, and a phased solution to the conflict, in which the
regions surrounding Nagorno-Karabakh would be liberated from occupation, transport lines
between Azerbaijan - Armenia and Turkey - Armenia would be opened, and then discussions
would continue towards resolving the final status of Nagorno-Karabakh ( 9,222)

Even after being elected president, he stated for some time that it was right for Azerbaijan to
meet and hold discussions with the Armenians of Nagorno-Karabakh, not with Armenia, to
resolve the Armenia-Azerbaijan Nagorno-Karabakh conflict.

R. Kocharyan's election as president paved the way for Armenia's policy towards Azerbaijan
and Turkey to become even more rigid, and in return, Azerbaijan and Turkey's positions on the
Armenia issue to become even more united. In addition, as a result of Kocharyan's foreign
policy, the solution to the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict became even more complicated, and the
possibility of opening the Turkey-Armenia borders was postponed.

On April 12, 1995, the Prime Minister of the Republic of Turkey Tansu Ciller visited
Azerbaijan before her visit to Washington. During the visit, Azerbaijan's position on the issue
of opening the Turkish-Armenian borders was discussed. Turkey wanted to prevent B. Clinton
from using the word "genocide™ by opening the air route with Armenia on the eve of the 80th
anniversary of the 1915 events, that is, before April 24. Allegedly, on the 80th anniversary of
the 1915 events, B. Clinton should have used the phrase "there was a genocide against
Armenians in history" instead of blaming the Republic of Turkey. Before April 24, 1995, by
Turkey's decision, the H-50 air corridor was opened for Armenia. In making this decision,
Turkey expected L.T. Petrosyan to promise not to carry out propaganda against Turkey in the
international community regarding the events of 1915 and not to oppose Turkey's representation
in the peacekeeping forces to be deployed in Nagorno-Karabakh. Heydar Aliyev criticized
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Turkey's opening of the air corridor with Armenia during this period and stated that the opening
of these borders would not "soften” Armenia, as Turkish politicians put it. Heydar Aliyev noted
that this corridor was opened without consultation with Azerbaijan. Prime Minister Mesut
Yilmaz, who held a press conference at the end of his visit to Azerbaijan on April 14-15, 1996,
also noted that Turkey opened the H-50 corridor in the hope that Armenia's position would
soften, but that Armenia’s position had not changed. Although the air corridor between Turkey
and Armenia was opened, the land borders were not opened due to Azerbaijan's opposition to
this (7, Heydor Oliyevin Azarbaycan-Tiirkiys Sonadlorinin imzalanmasi moarasimindan sonra
Tiirkiyonin Bas naziri Masud Yilmazla birgo motbuat konfransinda boyanati. /Prezident sarayz,
14.04.1996, s.

2. Turkey’s diplomatic position regarding the Armenia-Azerbaijan Nagorno-Karabakh conflict
in the 2000s

During these years, Azerbaijan pursued a more active and comprehensive policy to present its
perspective on Nagorno-Karabakh to the international community. In May and July 2001, the
Azerbaijani Parliament's relations with the Turkish Parliament became closer. In May, a
delegation of the Turkish Parliament, which arrived in Azerbaijan, stated in a meeting with the
Speaker of the Parliament that Turkey supported Azerbaijan's just position and would do its
utmost to resolve the issue. The delegation of the National Assembly of the Republic of
Azerbaijan visited the Republic of Turkey on July 9-14 and held meetings with the President
of the Republic of Turkey Ahmet Necdet Sezer, the Prime Minister of the Republic of Turkey
Biilent Ecevit, the Speaker of the Grand National Assembly Omer Izgi, and the 9th President
of the Republic of Turkey Siileyman Demirel (1, International Relations Department. Visits and
Meetings of the Chairman. January 9-November 24, 2001, v. 119-176)

In 2002, Azerbaijan's relations with the Republic of Turkey expanded further. The visit of the
delegation led by the Speaker of the Grand National Assembly of Turkey Omer izgi to
Azerbaijan on February 7-10, which supported Azerbaijan in the settlement of the Nagorno-
Karabakh conflict, was an example of this. During the visit, the grave consequences of the
conflict, the unbearable living conditions of refugees in refugee camps in Azerbaijan, as well
as Armenia's disregard for decisions and resolutions issued by international organizations were
discussed (1, International Relations Department. Chairman's Meetings, January 17 - May 24,
2002, v. 121-126).

Groups in Turkey favoring border opening consistently kept this issue on the agenda in relations
with Western countries. It should also be noted that the issue was re-emerged as the AKP, which
came to power in 2002, activated the issue of EU membership in Turkey's foreign policy.

Prime Minister Recep Tayyip Erdogan, who visited Azerbaijan on January 7, 2003, stated that
Turkey would continue its previous policy on the Armenia-Azerbaijan Nagorno-Karabakh
conflict. President Ilham Aliyev has implemented offensive diplomacy in Azerbaijan's foreign
policy and, within this framework, on the one hand, brought the occupation of Nagorno-
Karabakh to the agenda of international organizations, and on the other hand, worked to
strengthen the Azerbaijani armed forces. Azerbaijan continued to receive Turkish support in
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multiple spheres; in the 2008 UN General Assembly vote, Turkey affirmed Azerbaijan’s
territorial integrity. President of the Republic of Turkey Recep Tayyip Erdogan has continued
his policy of not opening the borders with Armenia as long as the solution desired by Azerbaijan
in the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict is not accepted. On the other hand, Turkish political figures
have demanded an acceleration of the resolution of the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict in their
meetings with the leaders of foreign countries, especially the co-chairing states of the Minsk
Group (the United States, the Russian Federation and France). As a result of secret meetings of
diplomats of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Turkey that began in June 2007,
a "road map" for the normalization of Turkish-Armenian relations was announced one day
before April 24, 2009. The aim was to prevent US President Barack Obama from using the term
“genocide” on April 24. The “road map” announced for the normalization of Turkish-Armenian
relations did not include the “Nagorno-Karabakh” condition. While these discussions were
ongoing, the Azerbaijani press claimed that Turkey had eliminated the Nagorno-Karabakh
condition in order to normalize relations with Armenia (11;6). This claim seriously worried the
Azerbaijani state and caused artificial tension between the two states. In order to eliminate this
tension and clarify what had happened in Turkish-Armenian relations, Prime Minister R.T.
Erdogan arrived in Azerbaijan on May 13, 2009, along with five government ministers. In his
speech at the National Assembly (Milli Majlis) of the Republic of Azerbaijan, R.T. Erdogan
stated that “the Turkish-Armenian borders will not be opened until the occupation of Nagorno-
Karabakh is ended.”

As can be seen, two different positions prevailed within the Turkish state on the issue of
Nagorno-Karabakh and the Turkish-Armenian border. During the election campaign, Barack
Obama promised in writing to Armenian diaspora organizations in the United States that he
would describe the events of 1915 as a “genocide.” Despite this statement, on August 31, 2009,
two protocols were initialed between the parties on the normalization of Turkish-Armenian
relations in Bern, Switzerland. The protocols were signed on October 10 in Switzerland by
Turkish Foreign Minister Ahmet Davutoglu and Armenian Foreign Minister Eduard
Nalbandian. The day before the signing of the protocols, on October 9, 2009, President Ilham
Aliyev gave an interview to Azerbaijan Television (AzTV) stating, “The borders were closed
after the occupation of Kalbajar. They should be opened only after the liberation of Kalbajar,”
thus officially expressing Azerbaijan’s position (3, Azorbaycan Respublikasinin Prezidenti
[lham Oliyevin Moldovaya sofori: Prezident Ilham Oliyevin Azorbaycan Televiziyasina
miisahibasi./9 oktyabr 2009-cu il, s.186-189/ http:/files.preslib.az/site/ialiyev/2009.pdf).
While two of Turkey’s three conditions (the events of 1915 and the Treaty of Kars) were
indirectly addressed in the protocols, the lack of a specific provision regarding Nagorno-
Karabakh increased the discussions. Turkish Foreign Minister Ahmet Davutoglu presented the
protocols to the Foreign Relations Commission of the Turkish Grand National Assembly
(TBMM) on October 21. The Turkish side insisted that it would not bring the protocols before
the Assembly as long as there was no progress in the Karabakh conflict. The protocols were not
even discussed in the commission.

The process of approving the protocols in Armenia caused a new crisis between the two
countries. Thus, on November 17, 2009, the President of Armenia sent the protocols to the
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Constitutional Court. On January 12, the court announced that the protocols were constitutional.
However, the good atmosphere created by this decision, which was positively received in the
international community, did not last long, and on January 18, the court announced the text of
its decision, which led to a new crisis between Ankara and Yerevan. Thus, although the text of
the court decision confirmed that the protocols were constitutional, Article 5 of the decision
signed two protocols between Turkey and Armenia: the first, “the Protocol on the Establishment
of Diplomatic Relations between the Republic of Armenia and the Republic of Turkey,” and
the second, “the Protocol on the Development between the Republic of Armenia and the
Republic of Turkey.”

The documents also included a schedule of preparatory tasks to be completed beforehand. It
was also emphasized that the Turkish-Armenian protocols may contradict the preamble to the
Armenian Constitution and Article 11 of the Armenian Declaration of Independence. The court,
referring to the domestic laws of this country, noted that Armenia maintains territorial and
genocide claims against Turkey and does not renounce these claims. In a survey conducted in
2013, 28% of those who saw Azerbaijan as Turkey's closest friend, and in 2015, 37.5% did so.
In this survey, when asked "Which countries do you think Turkey should act with when
implementing its foreign policy?", 12.4% of respondents in 2013 and 18.7% in 2015 answered
"Azerbaijan" (8,15).

Azerbaijan's strong protests, Armenia's continued claims against Turkey, the decline in the
influence of groups advocating the opening of borders within Turkey, the deterioration of
Turkey's relations with Western countries, and the increase in the influence of nationalist-
conservative voters have had a negative impact on Turkey-Armenia relations, while they have
had a positive impact on Turkey-Azerbaijan relations. The fact that Armenian terrorist
organizations committed genocide against the civilian population in Anatolia in cooperation
with the occupying states in the late 19th and early 20th centuries also caused the Turkish people
to take a different position against Armenia.

In 2009, there were different approaches to the impact of the Turkey-Armenia protocols on
Azerbaijan-Turkey relations. However, the experience of the "protocol crisis" had a positive
impact on Azerbaijan-Turkey relations in several ways: first, Turkey created an opportunity for
Azerbaijan's strategic value to be brought back to the agenda; second, Turkey and the world
once again understood Azerbaijan's firm position on the liberation of Nagorno-Karabakh from
occupation; third, gaps and weak points in Azerbaijan-Turkey relations were eliminated.

Issues such as the development of relations and the establishment of a strategic cooperation
council were also discussed during the talks of the President of the Republic of Azerbaijan
Ilham Aliyev with President Abdullah Gul and Prime Minister Recep Tayyip Erdogan during
his visit to Turkey on September 16, 2010. At the end of the visit, a declaration on the
establishment of a strategic cooperation council between Azerbaijan and Turkey was signed (4,
https://president.az/articles/733).

After that, relations deepened further. During President Ilham Aliyev's visit to Turkey on
October 25, 2011, the first meeting of the Turkey-Azerbaijan High-Level Strategic Cooperation
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Council was held, and documents were signed providing for cooperation in various fields.
Mutual relations continued in subsequent years. Meetings of the heads of state and official
representatives of both countries took place during various international events in Baku.

On April 24-25, 2018, President Ilham Aliyev attended the seventh meeting of the Azerbaijan-
Turkey High-Level Strategic Cooperation Council. (2, Azarbaycan-Tiirkiys Yiiksok Saviyyali
Strateji Omokdasliq Surasinin VII iclasinda [Tham Oliyevin nitqi.
https://president.az/az/articles/view/28444). President 1. Aliyev said in his speech: “We have
always been by each other’s side. It is the same today and will be the same tomorrow. Turkey
has always supported Azerbaijan’s just position and has always been with us in the early
resolution of the Armenia-Azerbaijan, Nagorno-Karabakh conflict. We, in turn, are by Turkey’s
side on all issues” (2, Azarbaycan-Tiirkiys Yiiksok Saviyyali Strateji Omokdasliq Surasinin VII
iclasinda ilham Oliyevin nitqi. https://president.az/az/articles/view/28444).

3. Turkey’s role in the Second Karabakh War

During the Second Karabakh War (Homeland War), which began on September 27, 2020 and
ended on November 10, 2020, Turkey provided strong political, diplomatic and information
support to Azerbaijan. President Recep Tayyip Erdogan and other high-ranking Turkish
officials regularly expressed their support for the territorial integrity of Azerbaijan.

During the war, Turkey:
1. Defended Azerbaijan’s legitimate position in international forums;
2. Condemned Armenia’s aggressive policy;

3. Became an important partner in the modernization of the Azerbaijani army and in military
cooperation;

4. Supported Azerbaijan in the propaganda and information war.

Turkey's support during this period was high not only at the official level, but also at the public
and cultural level - the Turkish people provided strong support to Azerbaijan in social media
and mass media.

Conclusion

Turkey's position in the resolution of the Armenia-Azerbaijan Nagorno-Karabakh conflict has
always supported the territorial integrity and sovereignty of Azerbaijan, based on justice and
international law. This policy was formed for both historical and geopolitical reasons and was
further strengthened after the 2020 Patriotic War.

After the war, Turkey proposed the creation of new cooperation formats in the South Caucasus
(3+3 format: Azerbaijan, Armenia, Georgia + Turkey, Iran, Russia). R.T. Erdogan has
repeatedly stated that if Armenia wants peace and cooperation in the region, it must normalize
its relations with Azerbaijan and abandon its territorial claims.
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Turkey also officially reinforced its alliance with Azerbaijan through the Shusha Declaration
(2021).

Turkey's position in the South Caucasus has been significantly strengthened during this period.
First of all, Turkey acts as a strategic partner and brotherly state of Azerbaijan, and the process
of normalizing relations with Armenia is mainly conditioned by Armenia's improvement of
relations with Azerbaijan. It pays special attention to projects such as the integration of the
Turkic World in the region and the Zangezur corridor.

In modern times, relations between the Republic of Azerbaijan and the Republic of Turkey are
developing very successfully in political, economic-trade, humanitarian, military, etc. fields.
Regular mutual visits of the leaders of the two states play a significant role in the development
of cooperation between our countries in all areas and give positive results.
